SUBJECT:  JOBS FOR MAIN STREET ACT 
STIMULUS FUNDS – ROUND TWO 

 

On December 15, the US House of Representatives passed the Jobs for Main 
Street Act that includes $27.5 billion for highway projects.  The Senate has yet to 
take up the bill for consideration.  At this point, we are uncertain as to if and when 
the legislation will be passed.  Should it pass, preliminary indications are that the 
timeframes for submittal and completion of projects may be stricter than they 
were under the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA) passed last 
February.  We anticipate the project selection criteria to remain the same.  
Eligible projects will include resurfacing on roads that are designated as part of 
the federal functional classification system as well as enhancement projects. 
TPO staff has worked with staff from the Marion County and City of Ocala 
Engineering Departments to develop a list of candidate projects to submit to 
FDOT if the legislation passes.  The list includes projects that were included on 
last year’s list but were not funded as well as several new projects.

Item 1.  Call to Order and Roll Call 
 
Chairwoman Rich called the meeting to order at 4:10 PM.  Secretary Kayleen Hamilton 
called the roll of members; a quorum was present. 
 
 
Item 2.  Proof of Publication 
 
Secretary Hamilton stated that the meeting had been published in the October 20 edition 
of the Ocala Star Banner. 
 
 
Item 3a. Election of Chair and Vice-Chair 
 
Mr. Amsden nominated Mr. McClain for Chairman.  Mr. Stone seconded the nomination.  
There being no other nominations, a vote was called and Mr. McClain was elected 
chairman by unanimous consent. 
 
Mr. Payton nominated Mr. Stark for Vice-chair, and Mr. Amsden seconded.  There being 
no other nominations, a vote was called and Mr. Stark was elected Vice-chair 
unanimously. 
 
 
Item 3b. Selection of Community Transportation Coordinator 
 
Mr. Slay reported that a selection committee comprised of Ms. Fitos, Mr. Neal, Ms. Parko 
and himself had reviewed two proposals for the Community Transportation Coordinator 
position.  After reviewing Marion County Senior Services, who had served in the position 
for about twenty to twenty-five years, and Medical Transport Management, who was new 
to the Florida transit system, the selection committee agreed that Marion County Senior 
Services was better qualified.  Staff was requesting approval of the selection, which had 
been ratified by the Transportation Disadvantaged Local Coordinating Board.  Once the 
TPO approved the selection, the recommendation would be forwarded to the Commission 
for the Transportation Disadvantaged in Tallahassee. 
 
Mr. McClain made a motion to approve the recommendation of Marion County Senior 
Services to serve as the Community Transportation Coordinator.  Ms. Fitos seconded and 
the motion passed by unanimous consent. 
 
 
Item 3c. Updated American Recover and Reinvestment Act (ARRA) Priorities 
 
Mr. Slay presented an updated list of projects for American Recovery and Reinvestment 
funding.  Mr. Slay stated that the City of Ocala and Marion County had surplus funds from 
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the stimulus bill, so FDOT had requested a prioritized list of additional projects.  The 
updated list included sidewalks in Marion Oaks for enhancement funding. 
 
Mr. Slay reported that bids were open for the Fort King Street project.  Bids on stimulus 
projects were coming in an average of forty to fifty percent below estimates. 
 
Mr. Slay stated that all funding to the County would go to cover the fourth project, CR 318.  
The other three projects were City projects. 
 
Mr. Amsden asked about the contractors on bids, and Mr. Bouyounes answered that bids 
had gone to both local and outside contractors. 
 
Mr. Slay advised that both the City of Ocala and Marion County were working on scope of 
service and design criteria.  Mr. Slay was comfortable that they would meet the December 
31 deadline. 
 
Mr. McClain made a motion to approve the updated stimulus priorities as presented.  Ms. 
Fitos seconded and the motion was approved unanimously. 
 
 
Item 4a. US 41 Project Update 
 
Ms. Sirmans introduced Mr. Dan Kristoff and Ms. Tanya Kristoff from Reynolds, Smith & 
Hill. 
 
Mr. Kristoff presented an update on the US 41 project the end of current four-laning in 
Dunnellon north of SR 40.  Mr. Kristoff reviewed the project schedule.  Project issues 
included community and environmental concerns and engineering.  Counts on the 
roadway showed that a no-build alternative would result in failing levels of service by 
2035.  Engineering included improvements to intersection operations and improving safety 
by implementing a raised, divided median with full or partial opening.  Storm water 
treatment was included in the project plan. 
 
Mr. Kristoff reviewed the project alternatives and right-of-way.  Each alternative included a 
widened sidewalk or multiuse path with each section.  Each alternative would require 
acquisition of additional right-of-way.  Mr. Kristoff noted that a rural typical section was no 
longer being considered due to the impact it would have on the area. 
 
Mr. Kristoff reported that public input was being evaluated.  Mr. Kristoff stated that a 
preferred alternative was being considered that would complement roadway setting, 
maintain speeds, support regional nature and provide safer travel with paved shoulders 
and sidewalks that were farther from the existing road.  Lower maintenance costs were 
also a consideration. 
 
Next steps included presentation of hybrid alternatives and evaluation of public input, 
completion of environment documents and final selection of an alternative.  A public 
hearing was scheduled for December. 
 
Ms. Sirmans asked the board if there was any preference on sidewalks, and Mr. Slay 
replied that there had been some discussion regarding the Dunnellon trails projects.  With 
the amount of residential areas, Mr. Slay suggested the project was a good candidate for 
intermodal inclusion and suggested linking the residential areas to the sidewalks. 
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Mr. Stone asked about the amount of right-of-way, and Mr. Kristoff answered that they 
had attempted to narrow the right-of-way as much as possible while maintaining enough 
space between the sidewalks and the road to still allow for water treatment.  Mr. Kristoff 
mentioned that right-of-way acquisition would not require taking any residences.  There 
was discussion regarding right-of-way on the east and west sides of the roadway. 
 
Ms. Fleeger asked if the Office of Greenways and Trails (OGT) could be involved in 
funding, and Mr. Slay answered that traditionally FDOT and OGT worked out a trade 
when right-of-way was needed from OGT. 
 
 
Item 4b. Sharpes Ferry Bridge Replacement Update 
 
Mr. Slay reported that the Sharpes Ferry Bridge replacement was funded in 2012 and had 
a twenty-four month schedule.  Mr. Slay stated that FDOT and Marion County were 
discussing having the project done as a design-build to expedite the process. 
 
Mr. Lovett reported that Sharpes Ferry Bridge was a priority and that a design-build 
strategy had been developed.  Some County Incentive Grant Program (CIGP) funding had 
been advanced into 2010, and the County had identified four million dollars in its next 
fiscal year for the project.  There was not a lot of utility work to be done, and Mr. Lovett 
noted that a challenge the project faced was identification of right-of-way.  Mr. Payton 
mentioned that he had had conversations with the County Engineering Department 
regarding funding options.  Mr. Payton was optimistic regarding the project schedule. 
 
Mr. Guinn asked about right-of-way, and Mr. Lovett explained that ponds were needed on 
either side of the bridge to handle discharge since the river was protected.  The new 
bridge would also be wider than the existing one, and FDOT was working with OGT to 
obtain additional right-of-way. 
 
The existing bridge was scheduled to become part of the OGT trail system as a 
pedestrian bridge and needed cleaning to remove lead paint. 
 
 
Item 5.  Consent Agenda 
 
Mr. Guinn made a motion to accept the minutes of the September 22, 2009, meeting as 
presented.  Mr. McClain seconded and the motion was unanimously approved. 
 
 
Item 6.  Comments by FDOT 
 
Ms. Mitchell provided handout of current projects and stimulus projects.  Ms. Mitchell 
mentioned that FDOT updated its stimulus project status sheet daily to track projects.  All 
stimulus projects had been bid and Ocala and Marion County were receiving additional 
projects because of the low bids that had been received. 
 
Ms. Mitchell reported that four-laning on US 301 would begin in November.  The SR 35 
widening would kick off with clearing and grubbing, US 41 audible pavement marking had 
been awarded to AKCA, Inc., and Sharpes Ferry Bridge was moving forward. 
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Item 7.  Comments by TPO Staff 
 
Mr. Slay reported that a special legislative session was being planned for December to 
discuss high speed rail and SunRail.  Staff had scheduled meetings with Representative 
Cretul and with staff from the Central Florida MPO Alliance to discuss rail issues. 
 
Mr. Guinn commented that if a special session was called, there would probably be 
enough votes to pass SunRail.  Mr. Guinn suggested that if the TPO was going to be in a 
position to voice its concerns, now was time. 
 
Mr. Slay advised the board that its November meeting would be a workshop to kick off the 
Long Range Transportation Plan (LRTP) process.  Staff planned to present land use and 
financial information and would seek feedback from the board regarding the direction of 
the LRTP. 
 
 
Item 8.  Comments by TPO Members 
 
Mr. Guinn asked about discussions between FDOT and the City of Ocala and Marion 
County regarding moving utilities along SR 35.  Mr. Bouyounes reported that the County 
had been involved in discussions, and Mr. Lovett stated that the Department was having 
on-going conversations with the utilities entities regarding the timing of moves. 
 
Mr. Goldman reported that this was his last TPO meeting, as he was retiring from the 
Belleview City Commission.

There was no public comment.

Item 1.  Year 2035 Long Range Transportation Plan (LRTP) 
 
Mr. Slay opened the workshop by stating that staff would be presenting information 
relevant to the 2035 Long Range Transportation Plan (LRTP), including preliminary 
cost/revenue projections.  Mr. Slay advised that the current funding structure based on 
gas taxes could not continue to sustain the transportation infrastructure program.  Though 
there was discussion in the transportation sector regarding public-private partnerships, Mr. 
Slay noted that these normally only worked in larger, more urbanized areas. 
 
The planned agenda for the workshop included a presentation of accomplishments since 
the last LRTP, review of current priority projects, presentation of land use projections and 
cost/revenue analysis, and an open discussion regarding the direction the board would 
like to see for the LRTP update. 
 
Mr. Slay reviewed FDOT and county projects that were completed.  State projects 
included SR 40, CR 25, CR 484 and US 301.  Mr. Slay mentioned that SR 35 had been in 
the work program but was now funded through stimulus dollars.  Local project included 
NW/SW 60th Avenue, SW 31st Street, CR 484, SW 95th Street, SW 44th Avenue and CR 
200A.  The City of Ocala and Marion County were also working on an Intelligent 
Transportation System (ITS) network to improve traffic flow as opposed to adding lanes to 
roads.  Mr. Slay estimated that in two to three years, all signals in Ocala would be 
controlled through the ITS. 
 
Mr. Voges presented land use information that was used as the base of the LRTP.  Land 
use consisted of where the population lived, worked and shopped as a determination of 
where travel was and would happen.  Patterns of land use helped determine the need for 
additional transportation infrastructure and transit services. 
 
Mr. Voges provided an overview of the transportation model utilized by FDOT District 
Five.  Mr. Voges mentioned that in addition to population and housing, seasonal and 
vacation traffic were taken into account.  Employment data was based on the standard 
industrial classification (SIC) census data and school enrollment trends were provided by 
the Marion County School Board.  Mr. Voges mentioned that models provided low, 
medium and high projections.  MPOs used the medium projection. 
 
Mr. Slay mentioned that there was a discrepancy between the population projections in 
the county comprehensive plan and the TPO’s projections.  Mr. Voges added that county 
projections were based on state trends and that the TPO was working on a customized 
projection for Marion County.  Mr. Voges mentioned that most growth was anticipated in 
the southwest segment of the county. 
 
Mr. Tesch asked about the use of SIC data, and Mr. Voges explained that it was a 
standard requirement by FDOT.  Mr. Voges stated that there was ongoing discussion 
regarding a better method and that other data was taken into account.  There Discussion 
ensued regarding employment classifications.  Mr. Slay stated that the TPO did have a 
method to refine local data. 
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Mr. Bob Wallace of Tindale-Oliver & Associates presented the cost assumptions and 
revenue projections.  Mr. Wallace provided estimates on the cost per mile on county and 
county roads and bicycle/pedestrian facilities.  Mr. Wallace mentioned that estimates on 
the bicycle/pedestrian facilities was for stand-alone projects, since most new road 
construction included such considerations. 
 
Revenues were based on a twenty year planning horizon that included impact fees, gas 
taxes, state Strategic Intermodal System (SIS) funding and enhancement dollars.  Mr. 
Wallace provided a breakdown of gas tax revenue sources and uses.  Mr. Slay mentioned 
that $209 million of funding showing from FDOT was allocated for the SR 40 East project. 
 
Mr. Wallace reviewed additional funding options including impact fee alternatives, a local 
option tax, ad valorem taxes and municipal service taxing units.  Ms. Dobkowski asked 
population growth in the funding alternatives projections, and Mr. Wallace answered that it 
was based on a standard population growth projection over thirty years. 
 
Mr. Tesch asked about construction moratoriums, and Mr. Wallace advised that some 
counties had enacted moratoriums that either had a sunset or had been repealed. 
 
Mr. Slay reported that when staff conducted public meetings, there were generally 
requests for various transit options.  Because of how transit was currently funded in 
Marion County, any additional expenditure would rest on local dollars. 
 
Mr. Slay advised that board that in the past the LRTP had been mainly a highway plan.  
Mr. Slay requested input from the board regarding how much emphasis to place on 
alternative transportation in the 2035 LRTP. 
 
Ms. Dobkowski mentioned the impact of a bypass would have on the city of Belleview’s 
economy and wondered about four-laning SR 35 instead.  Mr. Slay answered that the 
Belleview Beltway had been planned to relieve traffic through Belleview and that traffic 
counts on the south end of SR 35 were not high enough to support expansion.  The 
railroad crossing at the intersection of SR 35 and CR 25 was also an issue of concern. 
 
Mr. Neal asked about the interest in bus service in Belleview, and Ms. Dobkowski replied 
that reports in the newspaper had been incorrect.  Ms. Dobkowski stated that bus service 
would be welcomed but did not know if there was currently enough interest to support it. 
 
Mr. Wallace asked about including revenue alternatives in the financial plan, and Mr. Slay 
replied that it would seem wise to include all scenarios.  Mr. Stone added that he would 
like to see alternatives considered, though he did not support any of the options 
presented, and asked about mobility fees.  Mr. Slay commented that if mobility fees were 
utilized, they would likely replace impact fees and were therefore not an additional 
revenue source. 
 
Mr. Stone stated that he was optimistic that ITS would improve traffic flow and suggested 
looking into other low dollar ideas such as restricting truck access that could be used to 
improve the transportation system. 
 
Mr. Neal asked about SIS funding, and Mr. Slay reported that funding for SR 40 and I-75 
was programmed for 2031-2035.

Construction in Progress 

 
1. SR 19 - Replace Juniper Creek Bridge (FM No. 2387702).  Russell Engineering, Inc. was 

awarded the $4,772,222 project October 22, 2008.  Work began January 12, 2009.  Project is due 
for completion March of 2010. 

 
2. I-75 - Resurface 4.5 miles from SR 200 to north of US 27 (FM No. 419437).  Anderson 

Columbia Co. was awarded the $6,954,026 contract February 13.  Work began April 13.  Project 
has been delayed due to weather but should be completed by Feb. 2010 

 
3. SR 35 (Baseline Road) - Four-lane 5.6 miles from Maricamp Road (CR 464) to SR 40 (FM No. 

238677).  A $23.3 million design/build contract was awarded to C.W. Roberts Contracting 
September 24.  Work began October 21.  This project is being funded through the federal 
stimulus program.  Work on this Design Build has started and should complete by August of 
2011.  

 
4. US 301 – Four-laning of the 1.2 miles from the Sumter County line to south of CR 42 (FM No. 

4112563).  D.A.B. Constructors, Inc. was awarded the $3,596,000 contract August 18.  Work 
began November 1.  This project is due to complete November 2010.  

 
Near Future Construction 

 
1. US 441/301 - Install traffic signal at NW 77th Street intersection (FM No. 421770).  Bids are to 

be received in January.  The estimated cost is $220,000. 
 
2. SR 40 - Construct directional median opening and extend east and westbound left turn lanes at 

SW 20th Avenue; close median openings east and west of SW 20th; and extend left turn lanes at 
SW 19th and SW 21st Avenues (FM No. 423868).  Bids are to be received in February.  The 
estimated cost is $130,000. 

 
3. SR 326 - Resurface 1.7 miles from the SR 326 realignment to US 441 (FM No. 423348).  Bids 

will be received in February.  The estimated cost is $1.6 million. 
 

Other Projects Pending 
 
1. SR 40 - Four-laning 3.7 miles between CR 328 and SW 80th Avenue (CR 225A) (FM No. 

238719).  Bids are to be received in FY 13/14.  The estimated cost is $22 million.  Design of the 
9.8 miles from US 41 to CR 328 is in progress (FM No. 238720). 

 
2. SR 40 - Design for the widening to four lanes of the ten miles from Silver Springs to CR 314A is
